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1.Setting and Infrastructure (SI)  

 

1.1. General Distribution of Properties 

 

Our university is located in two major campuses within the city center of Alanya, Antalya: the Kestel Campus 

and the Cikcilli Campus. In addition to these, there are other campuses, including the Faculty of Dentistry 

Building allocated to our university in Konaklē town, the Akseki Campus in Akseki district, and the Gazipaĸa 

Campus in Gazipaĸa district, making a total of 5 campuses. Alanya Alaaddin Keykubat University has a total 

open area of 1,114,897 mĮ and a closed area of 83,063 mĮ. The distribution of these areas is summarized as 

follows: 

 

The Kestel Campus has a land area of 220,000 mĮ, with a built-up area of 60,280 mĮ. It hosts 8 faculties: the 

Faculties of Economics, Administrative and Social Sciences, Engineering, Education, Medicine, Tourism, Sports 

Sciences, Health Sciences, and Arts, Design, and Architecture. Additionally, there is the Graduate School of 

Education and 3 vocational schools: ALTSO Vocational School, ALTSO Tourism Vocational School, and the 

Health Services Vocational School. This campus also includes the Rectorate building, central dining hall, campus 

mosque, library, indoor sports hall, synthetic turf field, meeting and conference halls, student marketplace, 

cafeterias, and open parking areas. 

 

The other major campus, Cikcilli Campus, is located in Cikcilli neighborhood of Alanya, Antalya. The land area 

of this campus is 875,000 mĮ, and the second phase of its infrastructure development has been completed. The 

Alanya Municipality Konaklē Additional Service Building was allocated to our university through a protocol 

signed with Alanya Municipality and is now used as the Faculty of Dentistry and the Dentistry Practice and 

Research Center. Additionally, the Konaklē Congress Center, located in the Konaklē campus, was inaugurated in 

2021.

Furthermore, the area supports a variety of 



wildlife, including bird species, mammals, and reptiles, reinforcing its commitment to preserving natural habitats. 

This ecological richness positions the campus as a unique center for education and research in environmental and 

ecological studies, even amidst growing urban pressures.

The Cikcilli Campus of our university, located in the Cikcilli neighborhood of Alanya, Antalya Province, spans 

an area of 875,000 mĮ, with the second phase of its infrastructure development completed. This region is noted  

for its rich biological diversity and natural resources. The Cikcilli Campus has been designed to preserve this 

unique natural area while establishing a sustainable educational infrastructure. 



 

Under the influence of the Mediterranean climate, the region is characterized by a maquis vegetation cover, 

featuring a rich flora composed of olive, pine, and oak trees. The natural water sources and microclimatic  

 

features support various ecosystems. The forested areas of Cikcilli provide habitats for numerous mammals, 

birds, reptiles, and insects; notably, predatory bird species and local mammals play critical roles in maintaining 

ecological balance. 

 

Our university is committed to conducting research aimed at the conservation of nature and the creation of 

sustainable living environments, promoting biodiversity protection and nature-friendly practices. The Cikcilli 

region contributes to our universityôs research and educational objectives through its natural beauty and 

biodiversity, facilitating opportunities for students and researchers to engage with nature in their learning 

processes.

The Faculty of Dentistry at Alanya Alaaddin Keykubat University was officially established with the publication 

of the Council of Ministers Decision No. 2016/8969 in the Official Gazette on August 3, 2016. The Alanya 

Municipality's Konaklē Auxiliary Service Building has been allocated to the university through a protocol with  

Alanya Municipality and serves as the Faculty of Dentistry and the Dental Practice and Research Center. The 

Konaklē campus offers a total of 3,500 mĮ of indoor space, comprising 2 classrooms, 1 phantom laboratory, and  

1 preclinical laboratory. The faculty commenced student admissions in the 2018-2019 academic year. Detailed

Description:  

 

Gazipaĸa is a district located 40 km east of Alanya, situated along the Mediterranean coast and established on the 

Gazipaĸa Plain. It features a coastline approximately 50 km in length, with beaches highly suitable for swimming. 

While half of the coastline consists of sandy beaches, the other half is composed of rocky areas; however, there 

are also beautiful coves hidden among the rocks that provide ideal locations for swimming. 

The district is an important center for agricultural production. Approximately 27,000 decares of covered and 

open-field vegetable cultivation, 50,000 decares of fruit cultivation, and 64,000 decares of field crop production 

are carried out. In terms of education, the Gazipaĸa Mustafa Rahmi B¿y¿kballē Vocational School, which has a  

total educational area of 3,928.16 mĮ, was established on September 10, 2009, in accordance with Article 7/d-2 

of Law No. 2547 as amended by Law No. 2880, following a decision by the General Assembly of the Higher 

Education Council. The school began its educational activities in the 2010-2011 academic year by admitting 42 

students to the Tourism and Hotel Management Program. By the 2014-2015 academic year, it had expanded its 

offerings to four programs. 

On March 31, 2015, the Turkish Grand National Assembly passed Law No. 6640, published in the Official 

Gazette on April 23, 2015, which amended the Higher Education Institutions Organization Law and other 

legislative provisions. In accordance with this law, the vocational school was transferred to Alanya Alaaddin 

Keykubat University under the "Additional Article 161" added to Law No. 2809. The same building also serves 



as the Faculty of Aviation and Space Sciences. The faculty was established under the decision of the Council of 

Ministers on January 8, 2018, which came into effect after being published in the Official Gazette on February  

16, 2018, under decree No. 2018/11209, regarding the establishment and closure of institutes and faculties 

affiliated with certain higher education institutions. The faculty offers programs in Aviation Management,  

Pilotage, Aircraft Electrical and Electronics, Aircraft Airframe and Powerplant, and Aeronautical

The Akseki Campus houses the Akseki Vocational School, situated on a 3,395 mĮ area. The vocational school 

primarily focuses on providing education in vocational and technical fields, with the aim of equipping students 

with the skills necessary for rapid adaptation to the professional world upon graduation. 

 

Akseki Vocational School offers a range of programs designed to impart students with practical knowledge and 

technical expertise. Among the areas of study are Accounting and Tax Applications, Electrical Systems, Tourism 

and Hotel Management, Office Management, and Executive Assistance. These programs are structured to meet 

the needs of the region and align with local workforce demands. 

 

One of the primary objectives of the vocational school is to provide hands-on, applied learning opportunities, 

allowing students to put theoretical knowledge into practice. In addition, the school organizes seminars, 

workshops, and projects to enhance students' personal and professional development. Akseki Vocational School 

also contributes to the local economy by increasing employment opportunities in the region, thereby supporting 

the community's economic growth.
